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INTRODUCTION

This guideline is meant for users of High Frequency
(HF) radio transceivers with the aim to facilitate and
to improve communication of important field
information to the Locust Information Office of the
national Locust Control Unit, and to allow the managers
at the Headquarters to stay in close contact with the
survey and control teams in the field.

Failure of proper use of this important communication
equipment can lead to ineffective survey and control
operations. Mobile teams in the field cannot be
contacted, information not clearly worded can lead to
misunderstandings, and unnecessary traffic can affect
timely transmission of more important information.

It is therefore vital that all radio operators are familiar
with some basic rules and standard procedures to
ensure smooth communication when operating HF
radio transceivers.
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
